Minutes of Ceredigion Snooker League Meeting held at Aberaeron Hall on Thursday 4’th January 2024.

1. Apologies:  Hywel Davies (Llanon), Gethin Davies (Rhydlewis) and Gerwyn Lloyd (Llanarth).


2. Minutes of last Meeting: The minutes were confirmed to be correct by Marc Rees (Felindre) and seconded by Rhodri Morgan (Aberaeron).

3. Matters Arising: 
It was noted that there was a shortage of food at Llandysul for the Handicapped Singles KO. It was also evident that there needs to be a better means of gathering accurate player turnout numbers to give to the host club(s). Bedwyr Davies will liaise with Llandysul club.

4.  Singles and Doubles Knockout Cup:
a)    Handicap. The KO Singles team handicap is calculated by adding up the handicap scores of the three players and multiplying by 2.33 to get the overall score for the seven games. 

b)    Draw: The draw was made by the Fixture Secretary. Details of the draw are on Appendix A.

c)    Dates: Free weeks were allocated for the competition on 8’th Feb and 29’th Feb 2024 with the final being played prior to the Presentation Evening.


5. Presentation Evening:
a)    Venue: The White Swan Llanon have agreed to host the evening. The Secretary will circulate a menu closer to the date of the event.  

b)    Date: It was agreed to host this event on Friday April 26’th 2024.

6. Any Other Matters: 
a)
Sponsorship: No sponsorship has been received as yet from Nisa Ffossyffin and Absolute Snooker. Marc Rees will chase up the Nisa sponsorship and the secretary will chase up the Absolute Snooker sponsorship although we do not expect sponsorship this year from them due to a few disputes that have occurred.

b)
Raffle: It was agreed to put on a raffle for the coming season. The Secretary will organise and liaise with all the clubs.

c)
Team Entry for the ‘Team for Wales Competition’: The North team are playing at Tredegar on Saturday 6’th January 2024 and the South team have a bye into round 2.

d) 
Miss Rule definition for singles and doubles competitions: A couple of issues had occurred during the season that needed clarification. 
If a player fails to escape from a snooker during the 3 miss rule sequence and is asked to play from where the white ball stops then a new 3 miss rule sequence is started. 
A foul and a miss can’t be called for either player when snookers are required.

e)
Unplayed fixtures and Handicapping: There were three unplayed fixtures. These will need to be played before the first handicapped competition on 21’st January. There was some discussion around what should happen when dates are offered but not taken.
f)
Under 40’s Competition Replay date: It was agreed to schedule this for Sunday 18’th February at Rhydlewis.

g)
Captains to collate competition entries with Secretary: It was agreed that the onus of gathering names for competitions should be carried out by the team captains and relayed to the Secretary a few days before the event. It was also discussed and agreed that team captains should gather the competition entry fees. This should ensure that more accurate entry numbers are given to the hosting team to prepare food for the event. If a player then cannot compete the entry fee is not refundable. Entries will still be accepted on the morning of the event in exceptional circumstances. The Secretary will message the team captains to inform them of the change.
h)
Refereeing protocol: An incident had occurred where a referee advised a player that was about to strike a red in error instead of a colour. Referees should be totally impartial and not interfere with play or offer any advice unless specifically asked by a player. A lengthy discussion took place but it was decided that it is unfair to penalise the player for the referee’s mistake. It was agreed that the Code of Conduct section of the league rules are amended to have a reference to this. 
7. Date of Next Meeting:
